his November, after the celebration of CCHC's 40th anniversary, | will officially resign from the position of

2. Devoted Offering: This is the most important reason that God has blessed CCHC ministries.

Despite the fact that we fell short of the commitments in many ways, we have stood faithfully,
and lived out with perseverance the visions put in our hearts. It is not only a few people, but the
whole CCHC team, that offer ourselves and strive to live by the motto “Chinatown, Our Altar”.
We have always believed where there is offering, there God will send down His fire from
heavens and accept the offerings pleasingly.

3. Numerous Supporters: Our supporters have stayed faithfully, so that CCHC can walk down the -
long path of service.

Our ministries are many and multifaceted. In New York, we have not only three community centers, but
also Haven Café tailored for the caring of youth with special needs, Herald Camp for sharing the Gospel with
teenagers, and the newly established Eddy Farm and the Herald Urban Mission Institute (HUMI). Our monthly
budget, not including the ministry of the Children Home in China, is hundreds of thousands, but through our
faithful God and numerous brothers and sisters, we have never been in lack of anything. Many of our
supporters have been with us since the very beginning of CCHC. Without them there would be no
CCHC today.

4. Father’s Grace: What is most important is Heavenly Father’s grace and mercy.

It is not only to the whole CCHC ministry, but also to me personally. What | feel the most grateful for
is that God let me such a small and weak vessel to participate in His great holy work, and experience
His wondrous deeds. | am very sure that without God’s mercy, it is impossible for CCHC to have
walked thus far. Our ministry in God'’s grand plan is indeed very small, but thankfully, people can see
God’s wondrous deeds clearly in and through CCHC.

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The Prospect of CCHC: Point-Line-Plane-3D

ooking back on the forty years of CCHC, | am amazed by God’s guidance, mercy and help. At this

moment, | pray that God helps me and gives me a heart of awe to look at the past and look forward to the
future of CCHC. In the past God has been leading CCHC to connect a series of points to form lines one after
another.

1982: CCHC's first point appeared. This year | followed Rev. Pak-Cheung Lo to establish CCHC, as the
starting point. At this starting point, we offered ourselves as the sacrifice of service unto the altar of Chinatown,
and started to build up various platforms to search for “the sheep of other folds” according to the procedure of
“Building contact points, building friendship and building faith”.

1992: After 10 years, God wonderfully led CCHC in the development of lines. CCHC established branch
offices in Canada and Los Angeles, connecting with the point in New York and forming two lines. It is like
the development of a transportation network: once the main station is built, branch stations will be set up in
order.

2022: During the three ten-year periods from 1992 to the present, CCHC has developed Rev. Billy Yip
many lines.

Therefore, our lines have reached
all directions, and our connections are even too numerous to count. | believe CCHC will develop
more lines in the future, but will not stop at lines. After “lines”, there will be “planes”, and then 3D platform on
top of planes in the future.

2062: After another 40 years, when all CCHC ministries all over the world are connected completely,
there will be planes. When all branches develop shared ministries in the spirit of “united in work,
strength, and heart”, it is time for CCHC to transform from a platform of a plane to one of 3D. This is my
vision and dream.

After 40 more years, | will be here no more, but | am resolved, by the grace and mercy of God, to set
the following four goals, to build a good foundation for the vision of 3D CCHC platform.

1) To inspire co-workers to be brave in experimenting and in action, to develop strategic evangelistic
models and approaches with more creativity and more accessibility to the people.

2) To grow CCHC to be an extraordinary team, complementing and completing each other. Aim to
achieve the result of One Plus One is bigger than Two, in order to fulfill the commitment God entrusts
to CCHC.

3) To motivate and train up the younger generation, to become Christians of influence, to overcome
the challenges this new era has offered.

4) To grow the CCHC team to be a group of learners, to prepare more channels for co-workers to
upgrade their service capacities.

Indeed, this will be an arduous task, but it is also the motivation for CCHC
to continue in moving forward. | will work with Mrs. Katie Chau, Executive
Director of Global Ministries, and Rev. Mike Chan, Executive Director of
New York Ministries, to faithfully lead the whole CCHC team, to press on
toward the goal of a 3D platform, in fulfilling the vision of offering ourselves
in “searching for the sheep of other folds”, proclaiming the Christian values,
and building up a clear Christian witness in the communities in all places.

Herald Urban Mission Institute (HUMI) was founded on January 13, 2020, a few days before COVID-19,
a plague of the century struck the world. The school strived to maintain operation with teaching and
learning in spite of the weight of the pandemic. Even the construction of the HUMI building began according to
schedule, and the project is expected to complete by the end of 2022. Praise the Lord.

Eight graduates from the Class of 2020 are currently serving in urban missions in New York, Houston, and
Hawaii. The Class of 2021 has two students enrolled and is expected to graduate next year, and the Class
of 2022 has just begun. There are four programs that eleven students are enrolled in: Master of Urban Care
Evangelism, Master of Pastoral Care, Diploma in Urban Care Evangelism, and the CCHC Fellowship program.

We use five fingers to illustrate the mission of the school: the thumb shows our respect and love of the Holy
Bible; the index finger guides the direction and understands the current state of world affairs; the middle finger
aims for the highest and teaches us to serve faithfully; the ring finger emphasizes humility in service; lastly the
pinky finger emphasizes the ability to work with others and connect with God in order to accomplish great
things. We are thankful for the faithful and good service in humility of our administrative staff this past year, and
we rejoice that Pastor David Wong came to New York from Hong Kong and joined the ministry in October
2020 as the Associate Director of the
school, overseeing the admission. We
held our first HUMI Urban Care Mission
Conference September 22-25 this year,
and over 100 people attended. We
pray that brothers and sisters will continue
to participate in upcoming mission conferences and

God has guided Herald Monthly
to keep up and go forward so that it can be transformed from a traditional news media to a multimedia system
with both audio and video capabilities. The Lord Almighty’s plan is wonderful and his wisdom is magnificent.

| particularly like the Bible verse from Isaiah 28:24-29 because it portrays God'’s teaching of “farming the right
way.” In the beginning of the establishment of Herald Monthly, we kept on “breaking up and working the soil”
to prepare the soil for the Gospel. After “the surface was leveled,” we needed to “sow caraway
and scatter cumin.” Hence, after the publication of the Herald Monthly Canada East Edition, we
set up an office in Vancouver in 1995 to publish a Canada West Edition to reach the Chinese Otto Lee
people across Canada. Superintendent of CCHC Canada

During 2018 and 2019, Herald Monthly produced a 13-episode half-hour TV program for
Fairchild TV in Canada. The program was broadcasted at prime time across Canada. The professional and
high quality production of Herald Monthly is highly respected by the industry. Its achievements were well
recognized.

After the wheat and barleys are harvested, they will be made into “bread.” Though we are in a lockdown
environment due to the pandemic, Herald Monthly was able to ride the storm and made multiple breakthroughs
in our ministry. These breakthroughs

included CG animation production, PDF
version of Herald Monthly, and presence
on many social media platforms. The
development has been tremendous.

Canada, all developments were the results
of the farmers following the instruction
by God to cultivate, sow, harvest, and
make bread. | can only say, “God’s grace
is bountiful.

When we
see God'’s grace upon us, we can only
respond, “In the days to come, Herald
Monthly will make even more effort to
make greater performance.”
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Fight the Good Fight Once Again

CCHC-LA was established in 1992. | was then a volunteer, and became a full time staff two years later, after
recovering from liver cancer. Looking back on these past 30 years, they have been filled with God’s grace and
wonders.

The 1st decade is our “Pioneering Period” (1992-2002): the “Herald Monthly” Newspaper (Southwest
American Edition) was started. We then established “The Heralders” an evangelistic music ministry, and “Herald
Community Center”, a caring ministry. It is to fulfill the mission of witnessing Christ through an integration of
evangelism and social services. During the same period, we purchased our first property to serve as a base for
our Christian witness in the community.

The 2nd decade is our “Foundation Period” (2002-2012): During this time, several gifted and visionary people
joined our staff. We established “Cancer Association” and “Family Center”, and then branch offices in Rowland
Heights and San Diego. At the same time, we opened the first Chinese Christian medical center in the United
States. We also began to participate in the Children Home ministry in China and several major overseas disaster
relief operations.

The 3rd decade is our “Expansion Period” (2012-2022): Our medical center was accredited by the “Federally
Qualified Health Center”. With the federal assistance, we opened clinics in City of Industry, San
Diego, Rosemead, and El Monte successively. With the establishment of the “Orange County
Herald Center”, the coverage of our services has become more comprehensive. At the same
time, we established the Xianyang Herald Children Home as a pioneer project, which allows
us to explore different ministry models in China. Furthermore, the epidemic in the past two
years has pushed us to rise to the challenge. We organized
community vaccination campaigns and began an inter-
church volunteer mobilization
movement.

Towards the 4th decade (2022-
2032): our theme is “Fight the
Good Fight Once Again”. The
“Good Fight” is the challenge God
puts before us (2 Tim. 4:7); “Once
Again” is “renewing of your mind”
(Rom. 12:2). For this, we have
identified these four directions:

People often say, “If you have any problem, go to CCHC.” As we enter our 4th decade, we want to
be more proactive and take the initiative to go to the people in need. We will arrange different teams
to go to senior centers helping the elderly/people with limited mobility to process documents, to visit
families in poverty, and more often, to organize or participate in large-scale community activities.

Inter-Church Community Mobilization

After the pandemic, churches have realized that we can no longer deal with this kind of social
challenge separately. In view of this, CCHC is willing to take on this challenge and become the window
for the church facing the community: We are currently setting up service stations in some churches to
provide tax filing or other services in their communities; in addition, we will try to establish a church
network to coordinate ourselves to respond to any major or immediate needs in the community.

Vision Succession

Succession is not just to continue the
ministry, but to raise up a new generation of leaders
so that CCHC’s God-given vision will be passed on,
and we can continue to respond to the needs and
challenges in the new era. | pray to God that in this
4th decade, my role as a leader can gradually .become i
a trainer, a helper, a supporter, and a companion for a
new generation of “Heralders” to fight the good fight /
once again!

In June, | was appointed as the superintendent of the Children Home Ministry in China, responsible for
coordinating and planning the ministry and the development of the Children Home. My two predecessors were
both highly respected. Ming Chik Chan has now returned to the Lord and Stephen Chan has retired to take care
of his family. They had left many wonderful footprints in the past. Knowing that there will be many challenges
ahead, | am honored to take on this role with the full support of the Committee.

Amid the pandemic in the last three years from 2019 to 2022, many places in China were under lockdown.
In this period, | have been back to China four times, staying there for three to six months each time. | was under
quarantine for more than 100 days and had countless PCR tests. Thank God for His protection that | was safe on
every trip. It was all by the grace of God. Praise the Lord! He watched over the children and kept them safe from
the virus.

The Children Home Ministry in China was first established by Herald Foundation (US) and Gratia Foundation
Ltd (HK) eighteen years ago. In 2014, the CCHC Southern California independently started a Children Home in
Xianyang in Shaanxi Province. Hitherto the ministry has provided a loving home to more than 800 impoverished
children. Not only are they able to receive care and guidance, they can also receive a good education from
nearby schools, grow happily and become citizens with good characters.

The ministry has a supporting program called “Guardian Angels”, whose goal is to “Kindle

Sanming Herald Gratia Children Home, Fujian Province

This is the first Children Home established by Herald Foundation and Gratia Foundation in 2005. This
has housed and served 220 children in the past 17 years. Currently, there are 6 attending college. There
are 39 college graduates to date.

Duan Gratia Herald Children Home, Guangxi Province

This was established in 2008 in a poor and rural neighborhood in Duan county. This home has served
231 children in the last 14 years. Currently, there are 14 attending college and 39 college graduates.

Mianyang Herald Gratia Children Home, Sichuan Province

This was established in 2010 after the earthquake in Sichuan
to care for the orphans and children in poverty. Over the 12
years, it has cared for 142 children. Currently, there are 14 in
college and 8 college graduates.

Xianyang Herald Children Home,
Shaanxi Province

This was established in 2014 and
directly managed by CCHC Southern
California to care for the children in
poverty in the mountain and cave region.
It has housed 136 children in the last 8

years. Five of them are now in college.

Although the pandemic is not over and school is suspended for almost a month
during winter time, the love of our supporters, from providing all supplies for daily
needs to making clothes for the children is very heartwarming. | am really thankful to
all our supporters. They even provided an opportunity for children to expand their horizons
by sending them to the “Van Gogh Art Competition” in Shanghai for free.

“Trip of Love” used to be the only path for us to have close contact with the children in
Children Home. Due to the extreme prevention and quarantine measures in China as a
result of the pandemic, we have not been able to
organize any trip in the last three years. Therefore,
we have arranged many online activities via
different methods and platforms so that our
supporters can connect with the children and build
relationships.
